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Parents and Students, 
This letter is to help provide clarification on the grading process for the eight period day vs. the four period block. 

The grading periods have not changed from the previous years when compared to minutes in the classroom. The students have half as many minutes per class but twice as many available class periods as compared to last year.  In a block, students finish their classes in one semester. Therefore in each quarter, because of the double periods, the students had a semester’s worth of minutes. In the eight period day the period’s minutes are reduced by half and therefore the grading periods need to have double the days of last year so that they are comparative. (Please see the graphic and the student handbook policy below)
